Notes from the designer (me) to the developer (me)
After some thought, I have decided to keep the same directory structure and for the most part, the same file names.  My first thought was to collapse everything into one or two directories and use new “more rational” file names.  This would make running the “old” and the “new” on the same site fairly easy and would make FTPing to the production site at the North Shore Public Library server easier than it currently is.  
My second thought is that structural changes always have more side effects than initially planned so I will leave the structure mostly “as is” and carefully manage how to phase in new pages.  I will put an entire copy of the site as it exists today in a separate directory on my machine and I will also make a copy of the site and place it in an “obsolete” directory on the production server.  There is plenty of disk space and this will allow me or my successor(s) to reach back into the old files and retrieve information.

Lab 3 requires the completion of the home page design and suggests completion of Chapters 4, 6, 8, and 11 in Dreamweaver HOT.  Given my artistic skills, this will most likely be the most difficult lab.
Lab 4 requires the use of CGI/PERL to process a form.  I will implement this on the New Members page and ask the new member to provide a name and address to obtain a brochure and a call for an audition time.  I may have to remove this before moving this to the production site – certainly the server specific information will have to be changed.  Lab 4 and 5 might be “throw away” work but the rest of the work required in this course should make it into production.
Lab 5 requires the use of Javascript to validate the form.  I’ll put this on the New Members page as well.
Lab 6 requires the use of a JAVAAPPLET.  I plan to install a hit counter on the member’s page. If there is time, I might be able to find an applet that will launch a sound clip from a past concert and display the music in oscilloscope format as it plays.  This would go on the Past Concerts Summary Page.
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
